15) veikia IX Baltijos $aliy keramikos paroda ,Pavasa-
ris 2015" kurioje 64 keramikai i3 Lietuvos, Lenkijos, Svedijos ir JAV pristato specialiai 3iai parodai
sukurtus darbus. Lietuvos dailininky sajungos Kauno keramiky sekcija kasmet rengia parodas,
kuriy organizatoriai — kaunieciy keramiky pora Juris Berginsas ir Zivileé Bardzilauskaité-Bergins
- puoseléja balty keramikos tradicijas, siekia palaikyti rysius su kity Saliy kolegomis ir telkti po
pasaulj issibarsciusius tautiecius keramikus. Beveik per desimtmet] susiklosté pavasariniy parody
tradicija, isjudinusi Lietuvos keramiky (ir ne tik Lietuvos) bendruomene. Sios parodos Zitrovy pa-
prastai yra laukiamos, kadangi atnesa tikry atradimuy. I3skirtinis Sios parodos bruozas yra tai, kad
daugelis kariniy sukurti i$ sviesios keramikos masés - baltojo molio, fajanso, porceliano, naudoja-
mos sudétingos technologijos. 2015 m. i$ uz Atlanto atkeliavo garsaus JAV lietuvio Rimo Vizgirdos
karinys — graksti efektingo piesinio dekoratyviné vazeleé.

,Pavasario” dalyviy karybinio polékio nevarzo konkrecios temos — toks parodos rengéjy
sprendimas, cia vertinama saviraiskos laisve. Kas jkvepia parodoje dalyvaujancius autorius?
KGrybinj sezong pradedancius keramikus jaudina gamtos atgimimo ir atsinaujinimo idéjos, su-
pintos su istoriniais motyvais, mitologiniu naratyvu, Zzenkliskumu, ironijos ir humoro blyksniais.
Siandien be natdros formy sunku jsivaizduoti dailés parodg, kadangi gamtos tematika — universali,
paranki Zmogaus ir civilizacijos, laikinumo ir amzinybés, nataros ir kultlros prieSpriesos, ekologi-
jos problematikai, jaudinanciai jvairiy tauty ir paziary menininkus. Gyvybingomis gamtos formy
interpretacijomis ir Zmogaus rankomis sukurtomis struktGromis grjsti Kristinos Alsauskienés, Vir-
ginijos Lauzadienés, Milenos Pirstelienés, Kristinos Paulauskaités, Loretos Kvietkauskienés, Reginos
Lisauskienés, Mariaus Ramonaicio, Zanetés Zvigurés, Dacés Grinbergos, Ligos Skarinos, Gundegos
Hagendorfos, Karlio Knopkenso, Zofios Kosiorek kariniai.

Taciau pavasaris buna
ir permainingas. Tokios mintys kyla isvydus Svedés animalistés Marios Cotellessos susiglzusio
paukscio figarele (,Naras”), latves Zenijos Loginovos zirgy kova, kurioje hedonistiskai daili forma
slepia vidinj dramatizma.

Menininkai nepamirsta keramikos specifikos, pasineria j technologijos ieskojimus (raugo raku
degimo Jurgitos Jasinskaités ,Bulviy valgytojai’, Algimanto Patamsio kristalinémis glazGromis
padengti daiktai, Inesés Linés porcelianiniai nériniai, Eglés Labanauskaités-Steponavicés dulkiy
fone ryskéjanti servetélé, Ainaro Rimicano skirtingy epochy rastais dekoruoti kardai). Tarsi naujai
keramikos istorijgperskaito” Kristinos Ancutaités,Zenklai” ir Dariaus Bar¢o,Jokios koncepcijos”

Suveséjusj fighratyvuma keramikoje patvirtina daugybé jausminio, socialinio ir egzistencinio
turinio kariniy, kuriy pagrindas — Zmoniy figaros. Kaniskumo problemai skirtos didziulés, aplink
savo asj besisukancios IsroildZzono Baroti figaros,Jis ir ji’.

AN EVER-CHANGING SPRING ARRIVES
IX EXHIBITION OF CONTEMPORARY CERAMICS OF THE BALTIC COUNTRIES "PAVASARIS 2015

The IX Exhibition of Contemporary Ceramics of the Baltic Countries, “Pavasaris 2015" is on display at the
Ceramics Museum in Kaunas (Rotusés a. 15), in which 64 ceramics artists from Lithuania, Poland, Sweden and
the USA present works created especially for this exhibition. The Ceramicists Section of the Kaunas Depart-
ment of the Lithuanian Artists Association holds annual exhibitions, the organisers of which are ceramicists
and Kaunas residents Juris Bergins and Zivilé Bardzilauskaité-Bergins. The exhibitions cultivate the traditions
of Baltic ceramics, maintain relations with colleagues in other countries and bring together fellow Lithuani-
an ceramicists who are scattered around the world. For nearly a decade, the tradition of spring exhibitions
has developed, motivating Lithuania’s commmunity of ceramicists (and others, too). These exhibitions are ea-
gerly awaited by visitors, because the exhibitions reveal real gems. The distinctive feature of this exhibition is
that many of the works were produced from a light ceramics material, white clay (kaolin), faience, porcelain,
using complex techniques. In 2015, a work by Rimas Vizgirda (Rimas VisGirda), a well-known Lithuanian-born
ceramicist living in the USA, has arrived: an elegant, decorated vase.

The creative inspiration of the participants in “Pavasaris”is not bounded by any specific themes; such was
the decision of the exhibition’s organisers, because free self-expression is highly valued here. What inspires
the creative artists participating in the exhibition? The ceramicists beginning the creative season are excited
by ideas of nature’s rebirth and renewal, intertwined with historical motifs, mythological narrative, symbol-
ism, along with flashes of irony and humour. Today it is hard to imagine an art exhibition without natural
forms, because the themes of nature are universal, useful for considering problems concerning the opposi-
tion of the individual and civilisation, temporariness and eternity, nature and culture, and ecology, exciting

artists representing various peoples and viewpoints. The works of Kristina Alsauskiené, Virginija Lauzadienég,
Milena Pirsteliené, Kristina Paulauskaité, Loreta Kvietkauskiené, Regina Lisauskiené, Marius Ramonaitis,
Zaneté Zvigure, Dace Grinberga, Liga Skarina, Gundega Hagendorfa, Karlis Knopkens and Zofia Kosiorek are
based on lively interpretations of natural forms and structures created by human hands.

Why not rejoice with the arrival of spring, the Latvian artist llona Sausa seems to say in the vivacious
composition “Tesalijos miskai’, immersing the viewer into the harmonious fullness of the ancient world. But
the spring can also be fickle. Such thoughts arise when viewing the Swedish animalist Maria Cotellessa’s
figure of a hunched bird ("“Naras”) or the Latvian artist Eugenija Loginova's fight between horses, in which the
hedonistically elegant form hides the internal drama.

The artists have not forgotten the particularity of ceramics, and test the limits of their techniques and
technologies. This is seen in Jurgita Jasinskaité’s leaven raku ceramic “Bulviy valgytojai’, Algimantas Patamsis's
items coated with crystalline glazes, Inesé Liné’s porcelain lace, Eglé Labanauskaité-Steponavic¢é’s napkin
shining against a dusty background and Ainars Rimicans's swords decorated with patterns from different
eras. Kristina Ancutaite’s “Zenklai”and Darius Bar¢as’s Jokios koncepcijos” seemingly offer a new “reading” of
the history of ceramics.

The rise of figurativeness in ceramics is confirmed by a large number of works with sensual, social and
existential content, the basis of which are human figures. Isroildzonas Baroti's enormous figures “Jis ir ji",
rotating around their axis, are devoted to the problem of corporeality. Dalia Ivanauskaité’s, Daiva Lozyté’s,
Eglé Einikyté-Narkeviciené’s, Agne Semberaité's and Elisabetha Olszewska's poetic figure plasticity, Maruta
Raudé’s vase decorated with human figures and Mindaugas Pridotkas'’s dramatic “Autoportretai”are inclined
toward introspection, considering personal experiences and the individual's relationship with the surround-
ing world. Z. Bardzilauskaité-Bergins's cycle of reliefs “Laimés Ziburys, arba grubus Zaidimas’, drawing on a
Bililnas-like “Laimés Ziburys” metaphor, speaks of a contemporary reality: tragicomic climbing toward a
longed-for ruler’s chair.

An impressive improvisation using ancient motifs is on display from one of the most prominent of Lithu-
ania’s ceramicists, the Latvian-born Kaunas resident Juris Bergins.“Ganimedas ir Dzeuso erelis. Vaza su Floren-
cijos katedros tapybos motyvais”is a technologically complex, multi-layered post-modernist work, interpret-
ing fragments of the artistic heritage of different eras. In it, the artist offers his own version of the story of
the opposition between Christianity and paganism, through the story of the myth of Ganymede and Zeus's
eagle.

Zilvinas Labanauskas (“Alfa patinas. Absoliutus pranasumas’), Ineta Greiza (“Baliony revoliucija”), Inese
Brants (the mutated animal “Kita karta”) and Ric¢ardas Lukositnas (“Pasieksiu”) playfully and with good hu-
mour address painful matters of survival. The fact that a work’s value does not depend on its size is once
again confirmed by Rata Sipalyté’s “Paukstukai’, reminding one of delicate dishes, and Domilé Ragauskaite's
cup “Keramiko gralis’, shining with gold, the coating of which is made up of porcelain flies. The threat of
war hanging in the air permeates Valdas Kurklietis's “Grésmingas virusas”. As if in sharp contrast to it, there
is Konstancija Dzimidaviciené's two-part cycle “Vaiky Zzeme’, blossoming with the pure spring greenery, cre-
ated according to a poem of the same title by Justinas Marcinkevicius, based on the expressive contrast of
poured porcelain doll figures and of green mass and tracery. A global world cannot survive without spiritu-
ality, and such an idea encouraged the very different works of Giedré Bardzilauske, Grazina Visockienée and
Aldona Visockiene.

This year's “spring” of ceramicists of the Baltic countries harmoniously flowed into the permanent exhi-
bition space of the recently-renovated museum, with its timely content supplementing the collection of
historic heritage.

Flo-
rencijos romény laiky sventykla (dabar Florencijos katedros dalis) buvo
Siaurinéje Cardo Maximus, Calimala gatvés gale. Cardo Maximus gatvés
isliko iki masy dieny Jeruzaléje, Barselonoje, Sofijoje, Kiolne, Petroje ir
kitur.

4. Akropolis, Aténai, Graikija. Akropolis — senovés citadélé apgyven-
dinta nuo IV tdkst. pr. Kr. Svenciausia yra akropolio $iauriné vieta, kur
421-406 metais vietos gyventojai pastaté Erechtéjono $ventykla. Sven-
tyklos viduje buvo Sulinys su druskuotu vandens 3altiniu ir nuolat degée
auksiné lempa (autorius Kallimaha), j ja tik viena karta per metus pripil-
davo aligjaus.

5. Jano Kalnas (Gianicolo), Roma. Didziausias Romos kalnas, kurj etrus-
kai | tGkst. pr.

Sis Romos regionas ir dabar vadinasi Lacijumi (Lazio). Piliakalnio kryptis
i$ piety j Siaure.

6. Kernavé, Lietuva. Kernavé - svarbus senoves balty religinis ir admi-
nistracinis centras. Vietové apgyvendinta nuo 9000 m. pr. Kr. Piliakalniy
kompleksas orientuotas | Siaure, pietingje dalyje pastatytas staciakam-
pio formos piliakalnis. Nuo Siaurés pusés teka saltinio vanduo. Apie
1420 m. Lietuvos didysis kunigaikstis Vytautas jkaré pirmaja Kernaves
bazny¢ia su altoriumi j rytus, dabar like tik pamatai. Salia, nuo $iaurés
pusés, 1910-1920 m. buvo pastatyta Své. Mergelés Marijos Skaplierinés
baznycia.

7. Gulbés zvaigzdynas. Siaurinio pusrutulio Zvaigzdynas Pauksciy Take.
Ryskios zvaigzdés sudaro zvaigzdyno forma, kurig vadino Siaurés Kryziu-
mi. Sumerai vadindavo ,misko pauksciu’ Klaudijaus Ptoleméjo zvaigz-
dziy kataloge “Almagestas” Il amziuje zvaigzdynas pavadintas,Pauksciu’.
8. §ventoji, Lietuva. Sventosios radimvietés (IV — takst. pr. Kr.) aptvaro
vidinéje, t. y. Siauringje puséje, rasta 80 cm ilgio stora kleviné pliauska
grubiai nusmailintu galu. Aplinkui méteési tik keletas Sukeliy ir angliuky.
Yra prielaida, kad ¢ia buvo apeiginis stulpas. Pietinéje aptvaro puséje
buvo vartai, iSoréje, j rytus nuo varty, rastas vienas zidinys. Rimuté Riman-
tiené.

1. Temple of Heaven, Beijing, China. The Taoist (Daoist) temple was built in 1420
during the Ming dynasty, in keeping with the principles of feng shui, with the ori-
entation from south to north. The southern layout of the complex is square and
symbolises the earth, from the north the round shape of the temple symbolises
the heavens. For 500 years, the emperors only visited the temple during the win-
ter solstice, asking Heaven for a good new year with an abundant harvest.

2. The Great Pyramid of Giza (or the Pyramid of Cheops), Cairo, Egypt. Built
around 2540 BCE. The pyramid is the only remaining of the original 7 Wonders of
the World. The entrance, through a tunnel to the main chamber, is from the north,
and the pharaoh'’s sarcophagus is orientated from south to north.

3. Cardo Maximus, ancient Rome. The main street of ancient Roman military
camps, cities and colonial settlements was laid out in the north-south direction.
The Roman-era temple in Florence (now a part of the Florence Cathedral) was at
the northern end of the Cardo Maximus, Calimala street. Cardo Maximus streets
have survived to the present day in Jerusalem, Barselona, Sofia, Kéln (Cologne),
Petra and elsewhere. New York City was later built also in accordance with the
principle of the Cardo Maximus and Decumanus Maximus (an east-west street).
4. The Acropolis of Athens, Greece. The Acropolis is an ancient citadel, settled
since the 4th millennium BCE. The most sacred place in it is the place in its north-
ern side where in 421-406 the local residents built the Erechtheion, a temple
dedicated to Athena and Poseidon. There was a well with a mineral water spring
inside the temple, and a golden lamp was kept constantly lit (according to the
author Callimachus). Oil was added to the lamp only once per year.

5. The Janiculum (Gianicolo), Rome. The second-largest hill in modern-day
Rome, on which the Etruscans built in the first millennium BCE in honour of the
Sun God Janus and King Lazio. This region of Rome even now is called Latium
(Lazio). The direction of the mound is from south to north. Saint Peter was buried
in the northern part of the mound, on pagan graves, during the rule of Emperor
Nero. The Papal Basilica of St Peter in the Vatican was built in the 16th century.

6. Kernavé, Lithuania. Kernavé was an important religious and administrative
centre for the ancient Balts. The location was settled starting 9000 BCE. The com-
plex of mounds (hill-forts) is orientated to the north, and an orthogonally-shaped
mound (hill-fort) was built in its southern part. The water of a spring flows from
the northern side. Around 1420, the Grand Duke of Lithuania, Viytautas, built the
first church in Kernave with its altar facing to the east, but only its foundations
remain. Next to it, on its northern side, the Church of the Most Blessed Virgin Mary
of the Scapular was built in 1910-1920.

7. The Constellation of Cygnus, a northern constellation lying on the plane of
the Milky Way. The bright stars form a constellation also known as the Northern
Cross. The Sumerians called it “the forest bird” Claudius Ptolemy called it “the Bird"
in his 2nd-century treatise Almagest.

8. Sventoji, Lithuania. Inside the perimeter of the Sventoji site (4th millennium
BCE), i.e, on the northern side, an 80-cm-long, thick, maple-wood stick with a
crudely-sharpened end was found. Around it, only several fragments and bits of
charcoal were scattered. It has been suggested that a ritual pole had been here.
On the southern side of the perimeter, there were gates. Outside, to the east from
the gates, a hearth was found.
